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There is much that is good in aging ï 
we have experience of life and time 
for leisure unimpaired by work or child 
care ï BUT, and there is a big but, 
tasks that once were easy become 
more difficult and time can hang 
heavy. For those with family living 
nearby and those with young active 
friendly neighbours, life can still be 
great, as there is ready help with 
simple tasks like lifting heavy bags 
and changing light bulbs and curtains 
and even more important family and 
friends just being there for company. 
Dinas Powys has been shown to have 
one of the highest proportion of its 
residents to be older and living alone, 
when compared with other 
communities. 
In our community like many others 
there are some who are not so 
fortunate and have no family or few 
friends, still alive, to help and that is 
what DPVC Good neighbour Scheme 
(GNS) and others like it seek to 
address. 
One of the biggest needs for those 
living on their own is to get to the 
shops and then carry shopping home. 
In the mid nineties one of our 
coordinators recognised that the most 
frequent request for help was with 
shopping. Starting with a single trip a 
week, the DPVC minibus/ambulance 

began its óshopping visitsô that enable 
up to eight people to be picked up 
from home, shop, enjoy a chat with 
others over coffee and be seen safely 
back to home with all their bags.   
Our GNS is run via the office of DPVC 
where Wendy Lees our co-ordinator or 
a volunteer, is available from 9.30 am 
to 12.30 am on weekdays, to take 
requests for help. Many requests can 
be met by DPVC volunteers. For other 
more complex requests, like plumbing 
and other similar household tasks, we 
often know who can help or if not will 
try to find out. 
DPVC through our volunteers aims to 
help with requests for transport for GP 
and other paramedical visits. 
Sometimes we can help with visits to 
hospital. For some clients the prime 
need is for companionship and we aim 
both for a volunteer to visit and try to 
put them in touch with others with 
similar interest. 
 
DPVC is always looking for 
volunteers.   If you can afford a few 
hours of your time there is always 
someone grateful for it. Equally you 
may yourself need help and at 
DPVC we will try to meet that 
need.

MURCHFIELD COMMUNITY HALL  

THERE is something for everyone at Murchfield Community 
Hall in Dinas Powys. This large and versatile venue hosts a 
wide range of user groups, catering for local people of all 
ages. In addition to the large hall, the facilities include a well
-equipped kitchen, plenty of stacking tables and chairs, and 
a Committee Room that can also be booked. There is a good 
car park and the hall has facilities for the disabled.  
 

Regular users include pre-school Childminders (Thurs and Fri 
mornings, and daily during school holidays); the Vale Council 
Youth Service (Mon and Thurs evenings), and the Wednesday 
afternoon club (WRVS) for the more senior members of the com-
munity. 

There are plenty of sports club and keep-fit activities on offer. 
Badminton sessions are held on Tues and Sun evenings. Karate 
is earlier on Tues evenings, while Tai Kwando is held on Wed; 
aerobics for adults is held later on Wed evenings, Zumba on Sat 
mornings, and Street Dance for children on Fri afternoons. Dinas 
Powys Football Club, whose changing room facilities are at the 
rear of the building, use the hall for refreshments during first-
team league games.  

Three Lifelong Learning courses are held in the hall during term-
time: Upholstery and Cane Seating (Tuesday morning), Garden-
ing (Wednesday morning) and Family History (Friday afternoon).  
 

Up-to-date timetables can be found in the entrance lobby at the 
hall and on the Vale of Glamorgan Councilôs website (under 
Community Centres). You can also keep up with developments 
on Twitter, by following óMurchfield.ô 

In addition to regular bookings, the hall is used by the Blood Do-
nation Service, as a polling station during elections, for politi-
cianôs surgeries, for trade events, coffee mornings, public meet-
ings, an annual Guides event, and the Football Club Halloween 
Party. 

The hall can therefore accommodate a wide range of one -off 
bookings. In particular, it is a popular venue for childrenôs 
parties (up to twelve years, hire charge from £20). For all 
booking enquirIes please contact:

Despite a heavy level of weekly use, the hall is cleaned to a high 
standard by SAS Cleaning Services, while maintenance prob-
lems are efficiently dealt with by the Vale of Glamorgan Council.

9.30am-12.30pm) houses the Resource Centre of Dinas Powys 
Voluntary Concern.

St Cyres School  

The Vale has reduced the costs regarding 
rebuilding St Cyres School on a single site in 
Penarth.  The total bill is set to be around £51 
million a reduction of £6 million since last year. I 
have highlighted with Ministers the importance of 
this scheme and the need to provide the 
necessary financial support. A part of its bid still 
includes selling the Murch Crescent site for up to 
£4 million.  Judging by the public meeting the 
council will face major opposition to building 
hundreds of houses on the school land. 
 

Road safety  

The roads of Wales are safer now than for a 
decade.  The most recent figure shows a further 
7% decline in casualties in a single year. This is 
due to a range of measures including significant 
f i nan c ia l  sup po rt  f ro m the W elsh 
government.   Yet any fatality or serious accident 
is one too many. Iôm pleased to have been 
associated with many campaigns to improve 
safety in the Vale.  So it is especially disappointing 
that the Vale Council has threatened to with draw 
crossing patrols by the Infants School. Cutting the 
patrollers to save £15,000 at one of the busiest 
roads is unacceptable.  

All -Wales Costal Path  

The Welsh Government is progressing with a 
footpath around the entire coastline of Wales.  I 
know a great many residents are keen walkers 
and will welcome the latest length near Cardigan 
town.  This means that itôs possible to walk from 
Amroth all the way to Aberystwyth.  
 

New Welsh laws  

Recent laws passed by the Assembly include 
measures improving fire precautions in homes 
and schools, additional rights for carers and better 
safety arrangements for pupils transport. All these 
measures are inexpensive but can make a huge 
difference to many peoples lives.  
 

Stroke rehabilitation improvements  

A centre of excellence to care and support people 
recovering from a stroke will be developed at the 
Llandough Hospital. The £6 million Welsh 
Government-funded development will bring 
together all stroke rehabilitation services at 
Llandough and Cardiff Royal Infirmary West Wing 
under one roof to improve care for patients and 
support for families. Services with include 47 
rehabilitation beds, multi-disciplinary teams to 
assess patients, the use of neuroplasticity, a 
treatment of the brain to change and adapt, 
following a stroke. Access to other medical teams 
and support services, will be available where 
required. Patients will be supported by a stroke 
outreach service when they leave hospital.

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Householders are being reminded not to 
make life easy for burglars as their 
attentions turn to the onset of spring and 
they are beginning to work out in their 
gardens and their allotments.  
The timely reminder comes from South Wales Police as 
the first glimpses of spring weather are just around the 
corner. Chief Inspector Marc Lamerton is encouraging 
people not to leave sheds, garages and homes insecure 
or expensive garden implements lying around 
unattended.    
Chief Inspector Lamerton said: ñAs the better spring 
weather arrives and people are getting out into their 
gardens I encourage them also to take more 
responsibility for their possessions and not to leave them 
where they can be easily seen or taken.  Many 
burglaries occur on the spur of the moment as a burglar 
may see an opportunity and take their chance. 
ñItems which are left in a shed, especially during the 
spring and summer months can be very expensive and 
they should not be left where they can be easily taken. 
ñAlways make sure that you leave your doors locked and 
your windows secure, a simple precaution such as this 
can save a lot of heartache and inconvenience in the 
long run. 
ñSouth Wales Police officers regularly respond to reports 
of houses which have been broken into because the 
occupier has made it very easy for the opportunist thief 
or for those who target this type of property to enter their 
homes and steal their possessions.ò 
Police warn that insecure homes and property form a 

significant proportion of burglaries of homes and urge 
the public to take more care with their property and not 
spoil their spring and summer because of a few 
moments of thoughtlessness when they leave their doors 
or windows unlocked. 
Chief Inspector Lamerton added: ñI am also appealing 
for people to be vigilant and look out for each other.  If 
you see a neighbourôs home which is insecure, please 
be a good neighbour and point it out to them, particularly 
if they are elderly or have some form of disability. 
ñIf you have any concerns or see people acting 
suspiciously please ring the police, we would much 
rather attend to address your concern than attend after a 
burglary has taken place.ò 
Crime reduction adviser Deborah Elward said: ñThieves 
target sheds and garages for valuable equipment such 
as power tools, bikes and sports equipment. 
ñHome owners can make it more difficult for burglars by 
implementing simple crime prevention measures such as 
using strong locks, fixing non-return screws to door 
hinges, chaining larger items, perhaps buy an alarm 
which is available for under £20 from most DIY shops. 
 

ñFinally, please do not hesitate to contact 
the police should you witness any 
suspicious activity.ò

POLICE REPORT  

Keep Your Homes and Gardens Safe  

òFLAGTASTIC FAIRTRADEó 

On Saturday 12th March, the Fairtrade village of Dinas Powys held a 
flagtastic event. An army of volunteers and Fairtrade campaigners 
paraded a 168 metre crocodile of Fairtrade bunting through the village. 
The unfurling of the flags took place just after 10 oôclock, at the 
Cenotaph, in the village. The organisers were hoping to have enough 
to go right around the village green. However, when the last flag had 
emerged from the crate, the bunting had been snaked around the 
village green two and a half times! The bunting was then carried on a 
circular route from the village square, down Station Road, to Cardiff 
Road, passed Dinas Powys train station and then up Elm Grove Road. 
Finally, the volunteers were treated to a refreshing cup of Fairtrade tea 
or coffee and biscuits at the Methodist Church. 
Many people attended the event. When interviewed, Assembly 
Member Chris Franks and local councillor Val Hartrey said they had 
enjoyed a lovely morning. Chris Franks said, ñI am very pleased with 
Fairtrade chocolate!ò Three PCSOs from Llantwit Major attended to ensure the event ran smoothly and safely. They were 
impressed with the number of people who were supporting Fairtrade and they thought the flags were so beautiful they should 
be framed afterwards! Many local groups, including churches, clubs, schools and playgroups, supported the event by 
decorating 728 flags, with Fairtrade messages and symbols, for the long line of bunting. Each flag was uniquely designed, on 
triangular shaped Fairtrade cotton, using a variety of materials, including paint, felt pens, sequins, glitter, feathers, beads, 
jewels, pipe cleaners, wool and thread. The brightly coloured display showed the creativity of the people in the local 
community. 
Sue Hamer, Chairwoman of the Dinas Powys Fairtrade group, said, ñWe are hoping to remind people that Dinas Powys is a 
Fairtrade village and that they should be proud of it.ò 
The flags will now be sent to the Fairtrade Foundation in London to help to try and break the Guinness World Record attempt 
for the longest continuous flag bunting. The aim is to highlight the plight of cotton farmers from poorer countries, who face 
injustice and unfair practices. We have certainly put Dinas Powys on the Fairtrade map!
